Greetings Tir-y-Don!
Many hands make light work, and this ancient proverb is certainly applicable to SCA events. After attending several events and participating in various activities, you might want to start giving back part of your time so others can also enjoy the event or activity. 
Volunteering can take many forms, and you can tailor it to your interests or abilities. The easiest way to contribute is by keeping an eye out for someone who needs help or fixing something that is out of place. SCA is a culture of courtesy, where if someone is struggling to carry something or set up something large (like a pavilion), they will mostly accept a helping hand. 
More proactive volunteering is much needed throughout the Kingdom. For example, you can become a marshal, minister of the list, retainer, judge (of arts & sciences), herald announcements, fill an event staff position, or serve as event steward! Several of these positions require specific training; working at the Gate requires a class, and marshals or ministers of the list are warranted. These positions can be difficult for an event steward to fill and are a great way to give back part of your time to the overall organization.
