Letters from Their Excellencies

Greetings Tir-y-Don,
We had an interesting question come up at Return to Sherwood about Peer and Student relationships and thought, what a great thing to talk about this month. Disclaimer that the opinions expressed here are solely based on the experiences that we have had in the SCA. Other people may do things differently than we do, but we will discuss these from a high-level overview based on Atlantian cultural traditions. As always, your experiences may vary.
Let’s start by breaking down the traditional Peers and Students. This will change with the addition of the Order of the Mark, but this is how things (normally) stand now. Our current Peerages and their common students and accessories are:
- Knights – Squires (red belt)
- Laurels – Apprentices (green belt)
- Pelicans – Proteges (yellow belt)
- Order of Defense – Student or Cadet (red collar)
Note: not all Peers use the same titles or same accoutrement for their students.
Peers will form a relationship with their students based on their traditions and desires. Some Peers will ask for an Oath of Fealty, some have a Contract, others just an understanding that they’re together now. This relationship varies from Peer to Peer and can even vary between students of the same Peer. Just like coaches will have different styles for different players on a team.
You may ask, “what do they get from this relationship?” Well, it should be that the student learns from the Peer and gets guidance on their path towards being a Peer themselves. They also get what we call “a voice in the Order.” This means that the Peer will speak for their student when the time is right to tell the Order in question what great things they have done and if they are ready to be recognized as part of that Order. They may also get the support of a household (more on that next month) of like-minded people.
The Peer gets the enjoyment of helping someone along their path, seeing them grow, and giving back to the organization. The Peer may also ask for help with things like setting up day shades, taking things to events, and general help (it goes both ways). Most importantly, they both should end up with a lifelong friend.
Feel free to ask questions, it only helps us all learn!
